INSTEAD OF PREFACE

‘Ongal’ Association of Anthropology, Ethnology, and Folklore Studies is a non-commercial
and non-governmental organization, founded in 1991 by specialists at ethnology, Bulgarian
and Slavic studies, researchers, university teachers, teachers, and students. Its goal is to
pursue scholarly research of the Bulgarian ethnos in the context of ethno-cultural, religious,
linguistic, and socio-economical processes of Eurasian region from the ancient times to the
present day. The emphasis of its work is put on the investigation of folklore traditions of the
Bulgarians, on Bulgarian anthropology, ethnology, and language.

The work of the Association is concentrated on the following directions:

1. Education of undergraduate students at university and college level: two longterm
seminars are organized by the Association; first one, entitled Seminar for Practical Ethnology
and Folkloristics ,,Professor Ivan Shishmanov” at the University of Sofia ,,St. Kliment
Oxridski” and, second one, a seminar with the students of the National College of Ancient
Languages and Cultures ,,St. Constantine Cyrill the Philosopher”.

2. Ethnological fieldwork: up to the end of 1999, there are thirty tree ethnological
expeditions organized by the Association in the following Bulgarian regions: Samokov (1991-
1996), Preslav (1994-1995), Teteven (1996), Vratsa (1996), East Rhodopa Mountains (1997),
Rousse (1995-1999), Central Rhodopa Mountains (1991-1999)

3. Archives and computer database: there are three types of archival materials: audio
records, deciphered material from records, and ethnographic objects. The Archives have a)
500 audio cassettes with records of authentic folk songs and narratives and instrumental
music; b) 10 000 pages of ethnological materials, many of them contain texts deciphered from
records according to the uniform scholarly methods of deciphering; and c¢) several
ethnographic objects of the Bulgarian culture from the last 100-150 years.
